DEHRADUN, 31 Oct: After
the 24th Session of the
International Poplar
Commission was inaugurated,
the 2nd day of the IPC session
proceedings began with
technical sessions on various
themes listed by IPC at different
venues in the sylvan
surroundings of the Forest
Research Institute, here, today.
The day's sessions were divided
into 7 themes. In their
presentations, scientists from
various countries discussed the
advances made so far on Poplars
and Willows. In total, 64 papers
were presented during the day.
Dr VK Bahuguna, Director
General, ICFRE-cum-
Chancellor, FRI Deemed
University and leader of the
Indian delegation, expressed the
hope that all the participating
countries would benefit mutually
from the presentations made
during the session. Dr PP
Bhojvaid, Director, FRI, said
that more states were planting
Poplar ‘and the technical
discussions held during the day
would help decide the future
course of research on Poplars
and Willows in India.

Under the theme on
Environmental Application of
Poplars and Willows 14 papers
were presented by scientists from
Canada, Tunisia, Italy, Sweden,
Germany, Turkey, USA and
India. As a case under REDD+,
Dr TP Singh of ICFRE presented

Poplar as a climate mitigation

option. Dr Mohit Gera spoke of
cultivating Poplar for speedy
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carbon sequestration, Dr loannis
Dimitriou of Sweden presented
a paper on impact of short
rotation crops grown on
agricultural land on water and
soil quality. Dr Mejda Abassi, Dr

reporting data, communicat-
ing knowledge and sharing
