To improve the outcome of the research

system in Indian Council of Forestry
Research and Education (ICFRE) this year,

 the focus of research projects has been
oriented to meet the aspirations of the
society particularly for livelihood, tribals
and residents of fringe forest areas.

The ICFRE director general VK
Bahuguna said this after releasing the mis-
sion document on changing frontiers of
research programme in ICERE based on
the XIII Research Policy Committee
2012 meeting.

 Four research thrust areas with 35
themes have been identified for ICFRE
research system while two thrust areas- for
education and extension encompassing
four themes each have also been evolved.

The council has revised its research
focus recently to enable its direct linkages
to the society and community for their
livelihood issues, specifically rural tribal
poor and marginal sections of the society,
apart from looking after contemporary
issues of forest management and other
forestry issues of stake holders.

The linkage with Panchayati Raj
Institutions is another major shift in
ICFRE research planning system. To make
the research inputs relevant to contem-
porary issues of society and stakeholders,
the RPC 2012 took a hard look on the
research proposals of various institutes of
the council.

Its research system will tune research
towards programme mode for optimally
utilising the talent and services of the sci-
entists with the available budget, in the four
thrust areas of research- managing forests
and forest products for livelihood support
and economic growth, biodiversity con-
servation and ecological security, forests
and climate change, forest genetic resource
management and tree improvement.

The scientists and officers of ICFRE
and its institutes have formulated 21
national level programmes with sub com-
ponents in each programme. A national
project director has been designated for
each thrust area apart from chief project
coordinator and 35 national subject
matter coordinators to give necessary
thrust to the changed priorities and to
revamp the research information system.
