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he capital city of

Uttarakhand, Dehradun, is
all set to host the first ever Indian
Forestry Congress, is scheduled
to be held in the year 2011. It is
pertinent to mention here that
this major event has been
rescheduled after the Union
Environment and Forests
Ministry changed the earlier
programme as part of which the
Indian Forestry Congress was to
be held during the month of
December this year.

The United Nations General
Assembly has declared 2011 as
the International Year of Forests
to raise awareness on sustainable
management, conservation and
sustainable development of all
types of forests. This announce-
ment has made the Union
Ministry of Environment and
Forests to change the earlier
schedule for the first Indian
Forestry Congress.

According to the Forest
Research Institute (FRI) direc-
tor Dr SS Negi, the MoEF has

planned to organise the first
Indian Forestg Congress on a
grand scale. Elaborate efforts
are being undertaken to make
the event an undertaking with
international connotations. A
total of up to 1,000 well known
experts in forestry and related
fields from across India and dif-
ferent countries are expected to
participate in the first congress
on forestry.

more effective initiative by facil-
itating serious work in the sub-
ject. The first IEC is slated to be
held in the month of either
September or October in 2011.

The event organisers have
invited research papers from
scientists across India and
abroad. Those scientists who
had earlier applied for pre-
senting their papers in the
event in 2010 as per the earli-
er plan, will be registered for
the rescheduled programme
to be held next year, the FRI
